Are you aware of the many local recy-
cling opportunities? What do you do with your
old TV, fluorescent lights, air conditioners, and
microwaves? Do you know they all contain
hazardous chemicals that leach into the ground
and contaminate the earth? King County has a
program called “Take it back Network” (http://
www.metrokc.gov/dnrp/swd/takeitback/
index.asp) that lists businesses that accept
electronic products as well as the local Waste
Mobile.

How about our food? Did you know you
buy a “share” of a local farm, and in return you
receive a box of farm-fresh produce every
week during the growing season? The farm
benefits from your financial and community
support and you benefit by receiving the best
local produce and getting to know your farm
and farmer!

Each Community Support Agriculture (CSA)
program is unique: some deliver their boxes to
your home or a central pick-up location; some
ask you to pick-up on the farm, some offer ex-
tra add-ons, like eggs or flowers; some are pro-
duce-only; some have installment payment
plans; some require payment up-front at the
start of the season.

You can find out about the CSA that’s right
for you by talking with farmers at your
neighborhood farmer’s market, or by checking
out Puget Sound Fresh at:

And finally; did you know you can donate
your old computers to a non-profit agency that
will even pick it up, refurbish it, and then give it
to a school or organization that needs it? And
it's even tax deductible!
